Charging the Si-B42

The Si-B42 is powered by a rechargeable battery in the speaker. Make sure to
charge speaker before use.

Connect the micro-USB plug to the «<&+ Audio/Charging jack on the speaker.
Connect the larger USB plug to a powered USB port, such as that on a
computer. Your computer should be connected to a wall outlet when speaker
is charging. When the unit is on, the light on the speaker will turn pink while
charging and turn blue when fully charged. When the unit is off, the light
glows red steadily while charging and turns OFF once the unit is fully
charged.

If you start to notice sound distortion at higher volumes, or if the blue LED
dims, it's time to recharge the batteries.

Using Bluetooth with the Si-B42

Slide the OFF/AUX/BT Switch on the speaker to the Bluetooth position (BT).
The light will flash blue and red and a tone will sound as the speaker attempts
to pair with a Bluetooth device.

Place your audio device in Bluetooth mode (often found in the device's
Settings or Tools menu) and make it “discoverable”. “HelloKitty-Si-B42”
should appear on your device. If “Not Connected” or similar message
appears, select it to connect. If your device asks for a passcode, enter ‘1234,
If no device is paired within 2 minutes, the unit will revert to auto link mode.
