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OPERATING INSTRUCTION:

1. First Time Power On: Auto Pairing
The first time you power on the headphones, PRESS and HOLD the Play/Pause
Button on the right earcup for about 3 seconds until the LED flashes. The first time
the headphones are powered on they will enter auto-pairing mode, indicated by
fiashing red and blue LEDs

) Make sure Bluetooth is enabled on your device (check in Settings or Options).

b) “ekids BSO" will apear on your device's Bluetooth menu.

) Select “ekids B50" to complete pairing. NOTE: If your Bluetooth device asks for a
Password or a PIN to complete the pairing process, enter “0000" on the keypad of
your device.

2. Standard Power On: Auto-Linking Mode
After the first time, whenever you power on the headphones, the blue LED will
flash slowly indicating that your headphones are in Auto-Linking Mode (trying to re-link
1o a previously paired device) that is within the normal pairing range of about 33-feet.
If your headphones do not find a previously paired device that is in range and turned
‘on’ within 3 minutes, they will power OFF to extend the battery life.

3. Pairing Your | With Your Device
NOTE: Your headphones must be ‘Off" to begin the manual pairing process.
With the headphones in "Off” mode, PRESS and HOLD the Play/Pause Button on
the right earcup for about 8 seconds. After 3 seconds the LEDs will flash red and
blue. Release the Play/Pause Button. Follow the a-c pairing instructions in Step 1
above to complete pairing

4. Power Off
To turn the headphones “Off'at any time, PRESS and HOLD the Play/Pause Button
on the right earcup for about 3 seconds. The red LED fiashes three times and then the
power shuts off.

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2. Charging Your Headphones

Your Biuetooth headphones operate on a built-in rechargeable battery. Although the
battery was fully charged when it left our factory, the battery can lose power even
during periods of non-use. Make sure to charge the battery before using the
headphones for the first time.

To charge the battery connect the larger plug of the included USB charging cable to
the powered USB port of a computer or a USB/AC adapter, and then connect the
smaller plug to the USB charging port on the side of the right ear cup.

The Charging Indicator will glow red while the headphones are charging. The
indicator will tur off when the headphones are fully charged and readl to use.
When fully charged the battery should provide up to 7 hours of talk time or music
playing time at a normal listening level. If operated at maximum volume the music
playing time will be reduc

NOTE: While charging, the headphone power will turn off to conserve battery power
and minimize charging time.
