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Maintenance

as dry and clean as possible. To clean your toy, gently 
brush it with a slightly dampened cloth.

Troubleshooting

If improper operation occurs, switch the mode switch 
to Off and wait for few seconds then switch it back to 
On.
If the toy still does not play, check the batteries. They 
are most likely weak and need to be replaced with new 
ones.
If the unit still does not work after changing the batteries, 
make sure you have installed them properly: the + and 
- polarities must match up with the diagram printed
inside the battery compartment.
If there is a distorted of fuzzy sound, the batteries may 
be weak, replace with new ones.
If problems persist, do not attempt to repair the toy 
yourself. See the warranty for factory service 
information.

ATTENTION: Batteries should only be installed by an adult
Your Pinkie Pie® Animated Storyteller comes with 3 “AAA” (LR03) batteries already 
installed. These batteries are meant for in-store demonstration use only, and must 
be replaced with new alkaline ones.
To replace the batteries:
1. The battery compartment is located in Pinkie Pie’s® belly, protected by a flap. 

Pull back/separate the flap to expose the battery compartment. Use a Phillips 
head screwdriver to open the door to the battery compartment.

2. Install three “AAA” (LR03) alkaline batteries into the battery compartment,
making sure that the + and – polarities match the diagram inside.

3. Close the battery compartment door, tighten the battery door screw and close 
the flap.

Getting Started

Pull back the flap on Pinkie Pie’s® belly to expose 
the battery compartment and mode switch.  By 
default, the mode switch is set to “DEMO” for 
in-store demonstration. Set the switch to ON for 
normal play. If the toy won’t be played with for a 
while, remember to turn the switch to OFF to save 
battery life.

NOTE: Pinkie Pie® will “sleep” (power down 
automatically) if left idle for a few minutes. Wake 
her up again by pressing any of the buttons on her 
left front leg.
