compartment door located on the bottom of the unit.

@ Install 6 C size batteries, making sure that the + and

— polarities match the diagram printed inside the
battery compartment.

© Close the battery compartment door and tighten

the battery door screw. Do not over-tighten.

For the Best Possible Performance

We recommend the use of alkaline batteries for longer
life.

Do not mix old and new batteries.

Do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or
rechargeable (nickel-cadmium) batteries.

Batteries are to be inserted with correct polarity.
Remove exhausted batteries from the unit.

Do not attempt to recharge non-rechargeable
pbatteries.

Remove the rechargeable batteries from the unit
before charging.

The supply terminals are not to be short-circuited.
Batteries should be removed if the item is operating
using the optional AC adapter or will not be used for
an extended period of time, such as a month or
longer, to prevent battery leakage or damage.
